Mr. Harper presented an update to the policy on weighted grades for high school students. This policy is as follows: Clark County R-1 High School wants to encourage students to enroll in college level classes and/or Advanced Placements classes. These classes are valuable for students to prepare for educational opportunities at post-secondary institutions, and help our district meet requirements set forth by the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education. 
Clark County currently offers 8 – 3 Hr. dual-credit college courses on campus. These classes can be taken for dual-credit at the cost that the post-secondary institution sets, or can be taken for high school credit only without a fee. The district feels it is important to allow all students the same opportunity to acquire class rank. The following classes will be weighted:

1. Any combination of the first 8 dual-credit courses, college courses, or online college courses (taken for college credit), and/or dual credit courses at Clark County High School that are taken for high school credit only will be weighted. College courses and online college courses must be worth at least 3 college credits to earn ½ of a high school credit and be weighted.

2. Advanced Placement courses taken at Clark County High School will also be weighted. 
When weight is assigned to a letter grade it will improve the student’s grade by 2/3 of 1 letter grade. For example: A student receiving a B- would receive a 2.67 GPA, but a student receiving a B- in a weighted course will receive a 3.33 GPA.
